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 “First record of the opossum Didelphis marsupi-
alis from the island of Gaspar Grande off north-western 
Trinidad, Trinidad and Tobago” (Charles et al. 2012), we 
submitted our observation as the first published record of 
the presence of D. marsupialis for the satellite island of 
Gaspar Grande, when in fact there is a reference to the 
presence of what is most likely this species published in 
non-scientific literature prior to our record. de Verteuil 
(1993) makes brief reference to the ‘manicou’ as the only 
non-volant mammal found on the island, but gives no 
details regarding the source of the reference. Our peer-re-
viewed record (Charles et al. 2012) serves to substantiate 
de Verteuil’s claim (de Verteuil 1993).
